eeder (which happens to be my favorite). Lokova-2 wines are made by talented winemaker Chriztopher
Carpenter, who alzo makes the wines at Cardinale.

iSearch 005 Cabernet Sauvignon Diamond Mountain exhibitz a fabulous =corched earth, almest volcanic azh zort of
noee with blackberry and cazsiz notes. Denze rubyipurple-colored, with ful-bodied power and richness, relativehy
=oft tanning, and a =ensationalty layered mouth feel, thig iz concentrated but beautifulty complex already and set
for at least 15-20 yvears of evolution.

Four abzolutely stunning Cabernet Sauvignons from winemaker Chriz Carpenter, these are the creme de le crems
of zome of the Jezs Jackzon-owned Napa vineyards. All mountain gites, all 100% Cabernet Sauvignen, all unfined
and unfitered — and all four are of irrefutabhy great gquality. The case productions are relatively limited, from a very
zmall 120-cazes from the Howell Mountain and Spring Mountain sitez to nearly 800 cazes of Mt. Vesder. They all
share geveral things in commaon — great ripeness, great texture, and fabulous aging potential. For example, the
1957= are just now =tarting to move into early adolezcence.
